Old Village Hall – Some Good News!





We now understand that the old village hall is be demolished by the owners sometime in October.  This has been their intention for some time.  It is a great pity that a building with such a distinguished history has become a village eyesore.  Three separate schemes have now been submitted for the provision of low cost housing in the village – two on the old village hall site.  The Parish Council fully supports any initiative that will provide affordable housing for local people – as long as “green field” sites are not used.
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Five of the six councillors were elected unopposed in the May elections.  The sixth, Paul Hunt, was co-opted onto the Council following a call for nominations to fill the final place.  In all, three people applied for this vacancy and the Parish Council selected the successful applicant following procedures laid down by the Borough Council and overseen by our Borough Councillor.

Himalayan Balsam





Many of you will have noticed the purplish-pink flowers on tall stems that have been springing up on the banks of streams and other damp places around the village over recent years.  Himalayan Balsam may be pretty to some, but this plant is rapidly colonising huge sections of the British countryside.  Each plant can scatter its seeds up to 7 metres away.  Seeds can also travel down waterways where they are viable for up to two years.  These foreign plants grow densely together, killing off our native grasses and other plants.  When the plants die back in the autumn, they leave stream and river banks uncovered and so more vulnerable to erosion.  Have any of you any practical suggestions for how we can stop this difficult problem getting any bigger?  (Contact Graham Wilkinson).

Waste Paper


If you do not already use the fortnightly waste paper kerbside collection service, just leave your old newspapers, magazines, telephone directories and junk mail in a carrier bag at the edge of your property where it can be seen by the collection crew.  They will then leave you a white sack for your future waste paper.  Do not include plastic, cardboard or brown envelopes.  The next collections are: 19 Sept, 3 and 17 Oct.

From Your RVBC Councillor


I am very grateful to all residents who completed the questionnaire sent out in late June and July. Perhaps no surprise that the key issues raised were doorstep recycling and the old Village Hall and Talbot Hotel  sites.  


3-stream waste collection will start at the end of October in Chipping and parts of Leagram. Full roll out of the scheme will be by April 2008. Full details will be issued to effected households.


We are hopeful that we will see some action on the village hall site soon and Ribble Valley Council have also been in contact with the owners of the Talbot Hotel expressing serious concerns over the site.


I am hoping to conduct another local surgery in late Sept/early October to keep you updated on any developments or to discuss any issues that you may have.
